¢ Periodically dust lightly with a clean soft cloth.

¢ Do not use silicone based furniture polish.

¢ Any spills should be removed immediately with a soft damp cloth.

¢ TAKE CARE WHEN MOVING THE FURNITURE AND NEVER DRAG THE PIECES ACROSS
THE FLOOR, AS THIS WILL CAUSE DAMAGE TO THE JOINTS.

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Tips before you start!

1. Please check that all parts are present before you start the assembly of your furniture.

2. For ease and speed of assembly, we recommend that before you commence each step of the
assembly, that you identify all the parts required for that step.

3. For larger items, please ensure that you have sufficient space and people (as indicated on page 1)
to assemble your product safely. (Minimum Two Persons)

4.  We recommend where possible, all items are assembled near to the area where they will be placed
in use, to avoid moving the product unnecessarily once assembled.

5. Please ensure that your bed is placed on a level floor area. (Avoid setting up and installing
your bed on uneven floor surface.

6. For the protection of your furniture, we recommend that the product is placed on a protected
surface during assembly to prevent any damage.

7. During assembly please take care not to over-tighten any fittings, as this may damage the product.

Care and Maintenance of your Furniture

e Please periodically check all fittings and re-tighten as necessary.

e To clean your item, please use a soft damp cloth and wipe clean.

e  Please do not jump on your furniture.

e Never allow any kind of liquid to remain on your furniture. This can cause finishes to de-laminate.
Take care when spraying Perfume and deodorants etc as the vapour can settle on the fabric

surface and case damage.

e |tis important to Never Drag your bed as this can cause damage to the joints and the fixings. This
may invalidate your guarantee.

e The bed should always be lifted into position or if moved for cleaning.

e Attach the legs to headboard & footboard as shown.

Special Note : For Assembled Leg
Please make sure the bolt thread is correctly matched
with the metal nut. Do not over tighten, as this may
cross the threads causing damage to the product.

e Loosen the bolts located in the foot end. (Note: only loosen the bolts Do NOT remove them.)
¢ Hook the side rail over the bolts as shown. (Do not fully tighten first)
¢ Repeat the action on the opposite side.

¢ Take out the bolt inside centre support leg (K).

e Tighten the centre support leg (K) to bottom cross bar (G) with bolt provided as shown.
o Tighten the metal legs (J) to bottom cross bar (G) with bolt (ZF) provided.

e Attach the bottom cross bar (G) to the side rail & tighten with bolt (ZD) & washer (ZB)
provided as shown.

e Attach the bottom rail-long (H) to head end & bottom cross bar (G) as shown.

e Attach the bottom rail-short (I) to foot end & bottom cross bar (G) as shown.
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Step 6

e Attach the auto front lift up mechanism left & right (S & T) to the side rail.

o First, tighten the rear metal bracket near headend (A) (Step 6-1) & follow by the front metal bracket near
footend (B) (Step 6-2) with bolt (ZA) & washer (ZB) provided as shown.
o The bolt must be fully tighten.

Step 7

e The wired remote control has been factory fitted on the right side of head end.
¢ In the event you want to change the wired remote control position to the opposite side of head end,

please follow below steps.

Step 7-1 : Carefully take out the dummy plastic cap using your fingers or the provided flat tip screwdriver.

Step 7-2 : Unscrew the wired remote control at the right side of head end. Carefully pull through / out the
cable that is located inside the head end.

Step 7-3 : Carefully drop the cable through the opposite side hole & pull the cable plug end, out through
the mouse hole, located at the bottom of head end near to the floor.

Step 7-4 : Carefully fit the wired control into the hole & secure with screw.

Step 7-5 : Attach the dummy plastic cap (without cable) to the opposite hole in the head end.

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Step 9

e Attach the auto front lift up linear actuator (U) to the auto front lift up mechanism.
e Insert the metal pin (X) to the bottom part as shown in step 9-1.

¢ Insert the metal pin (X) to the top part as shown in step 9-2.

o Then secure the metal pin (X) with metal clip (Y).

o Cognect the power plug to your main supply and switch on the main power supply.

o For initial start up both the up and down function buttons must be pressed together at the same time,
for at least 8 seconds until hear the 'beep’ notification sound. Repeat if necessary.

¢ Press the Lift up button to lift the linear actuator extend fully to assemble the lift base.

o Press the Lift up / Close down button built into the headboard (A) to test the linear actuator operation.
Continue to test the linear actuator (up/down) for several times. If the actuator will not go down by
itself, you need to apply pressure to both actuator connector arms until fully closed.

¢ Place the mattress on to the lift base as shown.

* Make sure the Bed Frame 4 side angles are at 90 degrees before you close the lift base.

e In case of no power supply due to any cause, you can use the strap handle to lift up the lift base manually
as shown.

o Attach the wired remote control cap (Z) to the head end. Press & click it as shown.
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Step 19

* When the mains power is 'on’, you will hear a beep notification sound & the indicator will light (Green).

LIFT UP / CLOSE DOWN BUTTON

* When the lift up button is pressed the indicator light (Orange) will be activated. Continually press for
3 seconds then release. The bed base will then lift / open all the way automatically.

* When closing the base - for safety precautions, the down / close button will need to be pressed
continuously, until fully closed.

o Safety feature - Child lock button is located on the Right hand side of indicator light. To use this
function, take a small ended object & press in one time. Press again to deactivate it. When the child
lock is activated, the lift up / close down operation will not function. When the child lock is
deactivated, the lift up / close down button will operate again.

e Controls the operation and built in overload limiter functions, which has audio beeps.

o For linear actuator safety purposes, when the overload is triggered, you will hear a continuous beep
signal - at the same time the linear actuator will stop operating . Do not continue to press the lift up
button when overload is triggered.Once the overload limiter has been engaged, the control box will
need to be reset. To do this, continuously press down button on the wired control until the base is
fully closed.

¢ In the event a series of staggered Audio Beeps are observed, this suggests, at least one of the lift
actuators is not properly connected to control box.

o Reset function :- To reset the system to the initial start up stage, both the up and down function
buttons must be pressed together at the same time for at least 8 seconds until the 'beep’ notification
sound is heard.
